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Pastor’s Thoughts 
Hallelujah, Praise the Lord, Soli Deo Gloria,  

To God Alone Be the Glory!!!  
 
The heading just about sums it up!! By now you probably know about God’s provision 
in the financing of our new home on Oak Leaf Lane.  But in case you have been retreat-
ing under a rock for the past week, I think it bears recapping.  
 
Last week in the Grace Notes I did a very brief summary of how God has provided for 
the life, health, and growth of Grace Baptist since our birth in October, 2006. It has 
been nothing short of miraculous. 
 
When we began looking at financing for the new campus, we realized that funds were 
tight in many areas and banks were not looking to give loans the size we need for more 
than just a few years at a fixed interest. But we prayed and waited (the people at BGW 
were worried we had waited too long) and in God’s timing He provided . . . oh, did He 
provide.   
 
The essence of the terms is that we have been given a loan that has a locked rate for  
7 years (all the other banks offered only 3 years) at a rate of 4.75%, and amortized 
over 30 years.  Between the rent we are now paying ($117,600 a year) and the gift from 
the Newell trust (about $170,000 a year), by God’s grace, we will be able to make the 
payment without the building itself having any negative impact on our budget.  Pay-
ments for the loan will be $23,474.13 a month and the rent & trust will come to  



$23,967.00 a month . . . for a net positive of almost $500 a month!! 
 
I believe it is well within the realm of possibility that we will be able to see the loan paid 
in full by the end of the 7 years.  If we keep our “eyes fixed on Jesus, the author and 
perfecter of our faith.” 
 
Someone asked me, “would you not rather do this debt free?”  My answer was, of 
course I would, but God chose another way to provide that in some ways has the same 
effect. 
 
These are great days in the life of Grace Baptist Church.  Don’t take them for granted. 

Don’t think “we did this” for one moment.  God deserves all the credit, all the thanks, 

all the praise, and all the worship for this. We must be humbled by His provision.  We 

must turn it into just another way we reflect His glory and tell of His provision in Som-

erset and beyond.
